Linking gardening to wider learning

Gardening can be linked to most curriculum
subjects, see examples below.
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pplying mathematical skills to solve real life
problems, eg volume of compost required,
optimum plant spacing, etc.

Get pupils involved in asking for donations and
sponsorship. Ask for tools, pots and seeds etc
from members of your school, families and the
wider community. Consider holding a plant sale
or other event at school to raise funds. You may

be able to apply for grants through different Work safely
projects or your local council.
